Sailing Instructions
1 RULES

1.1 The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) for 2009 – 2012, the prescriptions of US Sailing Association, and these Sailing Instructions.  Notices to competitors and any changes to these instructions will be posted on the window near the flagpole.  Changes will be posted within 15 minutes of the conclusion of the skippers meeting on Saturday, May 21 and by 9:00 a.m. on Sunday, May 22.
2 ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

2.1 The regatta is open to all boats of the Laser, Laser Radial, Flying Scot, A-Cat, Nacra-20, and Albacore Classes.

2.2 Eligible boats shall pre-register by mail or register onsite (cash or check only) at WRSC on Saturday, May 21, 2011, during the prescribed registration period.  (Form attached to NOR).
2.3 Three boats must be registered for a class to be eligible for separate starts and to receive trophies.

4 SCHEDULE

4.1 Registration: Onsite registration and check-in for pre-registered boats will take place at WRSC between 8:00AM and 9:30AM on May 21, 2011. (Cash or checks)
4.2 Dates of racing (All classes): May 21, 2011 and May 22, 2011.

4.3 Number of Races: At the discretion of the Race Committee. 

4.4 Skippers Meeting will take place Saturday May 21, 2011, at 9:30 AM at the WRSC

Flag Pole, or inside the club pending weather conditions.
4.5 Racing: The scheduled time of the warning signal for the first race is 11:00AM on Saturday, May 21 and 10:00 AM on Sunday, May 22.  The Race committee will determine the order of class starts, and subsequent starts for any class may occur at any time after that class finishes. No warning signal will be given after 3:00PM on Sunday, May 22.

5 MEASUREMENTS

Each boat must satisfy the requirements of its class rules.

6. VENUE

The Host Club is the West River Sailing Club, located in Galesville Maryland.

7. THE COURSES

7.1 Location.  The location of the racing area will be selected by the Race Committee in the vicinity of the entrance of the West River, between the Rhode River and Parrish Creek.  

7.2 Start and Finish.  The start and finish lines will be to leeward of the leeward turning mark.  The start line will be between  the yellow flag on the signal boat and a cylinder laid to its port side.  The finish line will be between the same yellow flag and a red ball laid to the starboard side of the signal boat.  In the event the course is shortened, the finish line will be between the “S” flag and a nearby turning mark of the course.
7.3 Course Designation.  Courses will be Windward-Leeward or Triangle-Windward-Leeward designated by a letter “W” or “O” (respectively) posted on the starboard side of the signals boat.  The number of legs will be designated after the letter. (i.e., “W4” indicates windward, leeward, windward and then finish to leeward.).  The course will be posted prior to the Preparatory signal for the start.  Different courses may be posted for different starts in a series of rolling starts.
7.4 Extended Windward Mark for Multi-hulls.  On all courses the multi-hull classes will use an extended windward mark  (Shown as 1A in the Appendix).  The mono-hull classes will use the closer windward mark (Shown as 1B)
7.5 Offset mark.  On Windward-Leeward “W” courses there will be an offset mark near the windward mark which must be rounded as a mark of the course.  On Triangle-Windward-Leeward “O” courses, any offset mark is not a mark of the course.

7.6 Required side.  All turning marks will be left to port.

7.7 Course Configuration.  Appendix shows mark configuration and possible courses.
7.8 Marks.  Marks will be described at the Skippers Meeting.
8. SCORING

8.1 The scoring system will be the Low Point Scoring System found in Appendix A of the RRS.

8.2 One race is required to be completed to constitute a series.

8.3 (a) When fewer than 5 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores. (b) When 5 or more races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score.

9. RADIO COMMUNICATION 
A boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile telephones, but does not apply to any communication received or transmitted to request or render assistance to a vessel in distress.

10. PRIZES

Prizes to the First, Second, and Third Place finishers in each class with 9 or more participants.

Prizes to the First and Second Place finishers in each class that has 5 to 8 participants.

Prize to the First place finisher in classes with 3 to 4 participants.

The Dave Irey Memorial perpetual trophy will be awarded to First Place Finisher in the class with the largest number of registered competitors. Ties between/among classes will be broken by considering the largest number of finishers in the first race of the regatta, second race of the regatta, and so forth until the tie is broken.  If still tied, it will be broken in favor of the first place finisher in the tied classes with the best average race point score excluding any throw-out.
11 DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY
Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See RRS 4, “Decision to Race”, and Registration form. The organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.

12 ALBACORES ONLY: 
Changes in the position, number or identity of crew members during the regatta will require the consent of the event chair or PRO.
13 TIME LIMIT

The time limit for each race will be 2 hours for the first boat to finish.  Boats finishing more than 45 minutes after the first boat that sails the course finishes will be scored DNF.  This changes RRS 35.

14.PROTESTS

Protests and requests for redress shall be delivered to the race committee within one hour after the race committee boat docks.  Competitors intending to file a protest or request for redress shall advise the race committee as soon as practicable after finishing.  The protest time limit and a list of protests and requests received will be posted as a notice to competitors.  Hearings will be held as soon as possible after racing each day in the clubhouse boardroom.
